Through most of the seven-
teenth century the New England settlers were desperate for firearms and
powder. As in the Chesapeake Bay area, the exception was in the first
wave of settlement, when so many settlers died that there were enough
guns for use by the survivors. In 1630 the Massachusetts Bay Company
reported in their possession: “8o bastard musketts, with snaphances, 4
Foote in the barrill without rests; 6 long Fowlinge peeces...6 foote
longe; 4 longe Fowlinge peeces . .. 5-% foote longe; 10 Full musketts, 4
Foote barrill, with matchlocks and rests,” one hundred swords, and “5
peeces of ordnance, long sence bowght and payd For.” There were thus
exactly one hundred firearms for use among seven towns with a popula-

tion of about one thousand.?3
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
